Two Arnold city council members and a former member in March filed a Sunshine Law complaint against the city. They claim the city is dragging its feet by providing a list of people who have been tickets for running red lights where the city has installed cameras.

The city claims the complaint is unfounded, and it is very willing to provide the information sought.

The three want the records in an electronic format, and they claim the city is violating the Sunshine Law by not providing it in that form.

City attorney Bob Sweeney said the red light camera system does not provide an electronic listing of people who have been tickets, but provides records of individual tickets. Arnold has issued about 19,800 tickets since 2005 when cameras were installed at four intersections.

The three can have the records, but they would have to wait until they could be compiled, and then they could pay to have copies made.

“I am so aggravated by this,” said Sweeney said. “I take the Sunshine Law very seriously; it’s a cornerstone of our system of government. It’s extremely important, but it’s not designed to use as a political tool and harassment.”
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
