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• SAVANNAH REPORTER — A Country Club Village man has sued the chairman of the board of aldermen and the chairman of the zoning and planning board claiming violation of the 24-hour notice requirement.

• ST. CHARLES BUSINESS RECORD — A group advocating changes to Missouri’s plan for selecting judges wants to know how actively involved the Supreme Court has been in fighting that effort.

• SPRINGFIELD NEWS-LEADER — (Editorial) Local government secrecy may be reason for more state audit requests by citizens.

• ST. LOUIS POST-DISPATCH — Residents try to get spending records of Northeast Fire District.

• GASCONADE COUNTY REPUBLICAN — (Editorial) Rolla city councilwoman escorted by police out of meeting of public officials and city staffers.

• WENTZVILLE JOURNAL — O’Fallon city administrator wants council to release any report about an investigation of him.

• MARSHFIELD MAIL — Fees for providing records create contention among Marshfield aldermen.

• LEBANON DAILY DEMOCRAT — City turns over copy of bill after newspaper files request. Details sought about costs of defending city against lawsuits. City Council votes in secret to cut Civic Center hours, close pool for the summer.

• CARL JUNCTION — Publisher files complaint claiming Jasper County Sheriff’s Department didn’t provide adequate notice of meeting.

• CAPE GIRARDEAU — Case involving secret recording of County Commission meeting, discussion of topics not on agenda, to be heard April 29. AG’s office decides not to charge county commissioner who secretly recorded the meeting.
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
