While Missouri’s Open Meetings and Records Law, also called the Sunshine Law, is designed to ensure both transparency and accountability in government, the legislation falls far short of the mark. As we have said many times before, we believe Missouri’s Sunshine Law is one of the weakest in the nation. It certainly doesn’t help that county and state officials more often than not appear to be reluctant to enforce the provisions of the Sunshine Law even in the face of obvious violations unless the law can be exploited for political gain. 
Two changes we’d like to see in the Missouri Sunshine Law that exist in the Illinois Open Meetings Act are the prohibition of closed-session votes and a requirement for the audio or video recording of closed sessions of all governmental bodies. 
… we urge legislators to help make Missouri’s Sunshine Law one of the best in the nation by eliminating closed-session votes and requiring the audio or video recording of all closed sessions.
